
 

 
 
 
 
 
Day Two we head straight up into the  
mountains through Adaminaby and on 
through the high open goldfields of  
Kiandra  and down to Talbingo. Sighting vast 
mobs of kangaroo and even emus and wombats 
as they pause, protected within the park, 
by the side of the road. At Talbingo, a National  
Parks and Wildlife guide will join us to give a talk and tour around the region; show us 
Talbingo dam and reservoir, Jounama Pondage and great sights of the Snowy 
Mountains Scheme. 
 
Afterwards we head back down, stopping at Adaminaby (time permitting) 
to view the famous Adaminaby Curtain and maybe grab a bargain at the local op 
shop before heading back to the motel for a pre dinner drink before dinner.  
 
Day Three we travel to Nimmitabel, down Brown Mountain, to the picturesque Bega 
Valley and its famous Cheese Factory. We then head for the coastal town of Tathra 
and continue on to beautiful Merimbula. 
 
Day Four you will experience the township of Cooma, including the Snowy Mountains 
Hydro exhibition and film, take a ride on the historical quaint Cooma Rail Motor. Visit 
the historical Cooma Correctional Centre Museum and a town tour of National Trust 
listed buildings in Lambie Street. A little free time to browse the town shops and 
maybe pick up a souvenir or gift to take home. 
 
Day Five, highlights include beautiful Lake Jindabyne and the unique Thredbo Alpine 
Village, the opportunity to browse through this Alpine village.  View the spectacular 
Crackenback Range and some of Australia’s highest peaks. A quick look at 
Jindabyne on the way back to another delicious 3 course dinner. 
 
Day Six we commence our journey home after breakfast.  A brief tour of the national 
icons of Canberra and Lake Burley Griffin before boarding the Xplorer for a pleasant 
journey back to Sydney.
